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Posovietinéje erdvéje jvykus stipriems geopolitiniams sukrétimams ir atgimus auto-
ritariniams rezimams, ypac prasidéjus karui Ukrainoje, Europa susiduria su prece-
dento neturindiais migracijos srautais. I$tisos bendruomenés apleidzia savo namus
ir iesko saugumo, laikino ar nuolatinio prieglobscio ir geresnés ateities sau bei savo
vaikams. Akivaizdu, tokie pokyciai provokuoja rimtus mokslinius tyrinéjimus, tad
didzioji ,Darbo ir dieny“ 82 numerio dalis skirta $iai problemai aptarti. Kartu su
kolegomis i$ skirtingy discipliny (jskaitant istorija, sociologija, politikos mokslus
ir kultaros studijas) siekiame jminti $iandien Vidurio ir Ryty Europoje tarpstan-
¢ig tarpetninio solidarumo, atvirumo, pasitikéjimo ir emocinés paramos paslaptj.
Siame numeryje pristatomas migracijos reiskinys tiek platesniy geopolitiniy realiju,
tiek asmeniniy istorijy kontekste. Siekiame suprasti i$skirting kultaring ir poli-
ting naujausios migranty bangos patirtj ir svetingumo bei saugumo pusiausvyra
priimanciose $alyse. PradZioje pristatomi tyrimai, aprépiantys platesnj regioninj
konteksta, o véliau detaliau aptariamas konkretus Lietuvos atvejis.

Sio numerio idéja gimé bendradarbiaujant su kolegoms i§ Vytauto Did%iojo uni-
versiteto Lietuviy iSeivijos instituto ir Andrejaus Sacharovo demokratinés plétros
tyrimy centro. Verta paminéti, kad tai ne pirmas ar i$skirtinis bandymas tirti Lietu-
vos virsmg i$ emigruojancios valstybés | valstybe, | kurig imigruojama — t. y. tampan-
¢ia naujais namais kaimyniniy ir tolimesniy Saliy pilie¢iams. Permainas paspartino
Rusijos invazija | Ukraing, kai Lietuva ne tik aktyviai teiké reik§minga pagalba
kaimynei, bet ir atvéré savo namus karo pabégéliams. Jau minéti instituto ir cen-
tro mokslininkai $ig tyrimy kryptj gvildeno jvairiose tarptautinése konferencijose,
rengé tikslinius renginius, skirtus aptarti ir dalytis bendru supratimu apie nuolat
kintancias organizuotos pagalbos praktiky problemas, o galiausiai — imdamiesi
autentisky tyrimy.

Monografiné numerio dalis pradedama Petaro Atanasovo straipsniu apie globa-
lizacijg ir migracija, jame dar karta primenami procesai, kuriy liudininkais esame,
ju mastas ir intensyvumas. Autorius aptaria migracija kaip globaly reiskinj, Siek



tiek daugiau démesio kreipdamas | Vidurzemio jaros regiona, apibudina $io pro-
ceso sudétinguma bei priklausomybe tiek nuo ekonominiu, tiek nuo geopolitiniy,
aspekrty. Sis straipsnis padeda geriau suprasti santykj tarp pasauliniy migracijos
tendencijy ir jy daromo poveikio konkretiems regionams.

Juraté Imbrasaité savo straipsnyje atskleidzia platesnj socialiniy poky¢iy Lie-
tuvoje konteksta. Autoré ypac akcentuoja demokratijg ir pateikia konkreciy jos
sampraty bei joms atstovaujanciy pilie¢iy grupiy paletg. Straipsnis aktualus tiek
geopolitiniame — demokratiniy pasaulio kovy uz laisve, tiek nacionaliniame —
mausy Salyje vykstanéioje demokratinio gyvenimo formuy kaitos, kontekste. Tai
labai svarbu norint suprasti, kokioje demokratinéje aplinkoje gyvens naujai atvyke
imigrantai.

Kitas straipsniy duetas (Dainiaus Genio ir Ausros Urbanavicittés straipsniai)
kvie¢ia atkreipti démesj | konkretesng problemg — Lietuvos tautiniy mazumy,
politika ir karo pabégéliy integracija masy visuomenéje. Remiantis preliminariais
rezultatais, pirmajame straipsnyje nagrinéjamas Lietuvos visuomenés struktiiri-
niy aspekty ir atvykéliy (Siuo atveju ukrainieciy) veiksnumo santykis, jskaitant
integracijos is$ukius bei galimybes. Urbanavi¢iatés straipsnis tgsia Lietuvos situaci-
jos analize, daugiausia démesio skiriant Lietuvos Seimo debaty diskursui Ukrainos
pabégeliy tematika. Autoré tai daro pusiau automatizuotu badu analizuodama lek-
sinius vienetus, naudotus apibudinti pabégéliams ir migrantams, taip ji atskleidzia
Seimo nariy pozitrj j Lietuvoje prieglobs¢io ieskancius ukrainiecius ir migrantus.

Tiems, kurie nori tgsti regiono permainas lemianciy makroprocesy apzvalga,
siilome pereiti prie kito $io numerio skyriaus, kuriame pateikiamos dvi knygy
apzvalgos ir interviu. Pradedama sociologo Vyliaus Leonaviciaus apzvalga, kurioje
aptariama naujausia kito Lietuvos sociologo Zenono Norkaus knyga, skirta Baltijos
$aliy struktarinés pertvarkos analizei. Leonavicius kviecia sociologiskai pazvelgti
i genezg prielaidy, suteikusiy Baltijos valstybéms galimybe pereiti i§ gyventojus
prarandanciy | naujus gyventojus pritraukianciy Saliy grupe. Kitoje recenzijoje,
skirtoje Sanjos Tepavcevic knygai apie globalias krizes, atsparumg ir i$§tkius, kylan-
¢ius dél migracijos, kultaros antropologas Rubinas Zemonas pabrézia knygos auto-
rés jzvalgy vertg, ypa¢ socialiniy moksly mokslininkams. Knygoje nagrinéjama
plati tema apie buvusios Soviety Sajungos ir buvusios Jugoslavijos Zlugimo jtaka
ju gyventojy migracijos trajektorijoms ir jy atsparumui pasauliniy kriziy akivaiz-
doje. Galiausiai neseniai paskirtas Tautiniy mazumy departamento prie Lietuvos
Respublikos Vyriausybés direktorius Dainius Babilas savo interviu pristato Depar-
tamento veiklos is$tkius ir svarbiausius uzdavinius, kaip antai siekj geriau suprasti
Lietuvos mazumy grupes, remiantis empiriniais tyrimais, kas atrodo optimistiskai

ir perspektyviai.



Sio numerio pradzioje skelbiami Halinos Beresneviciatés, Ilonos Strumickienés
ir Martyno Butkaus straipsniai laisva tema, kiek maziau susij¢ su monografijos
objektu, bet, nepaisant to, puikiai papildantys monografijos tematika. Strumic-
kiené siekia pristatyti pirmojo atkurtos nepriklausomos Lietuvos Auksciausiosios
Tarybos pirmininko Vytauto Landsbergio indélj formuojant palankia aplinka
diasporai, jos jsitraukimui. Siame straipsnyje aptariamos pastangos, skirtos plétoti
diasporos politika, siekiant integruoti uzsienyje gyvenancius lietuvius j Lietuvos
politinj, ekonominj ir kultarinj gyvenima. Butkaus straipsnyje pateikiama isto-
riné analizé, ¢ia daugiausia démesio skiriama tarpukario demokratinei tradicijai ir
studenty organizacijy vaidmeniui pilietinéje visuomenéje. Apibendrinant galima
teigti, kad abu straipsniai padeda geriau suprasti istoring Lietuvos kaitg ir véles-
nius bandymus i§ naujo jtraukti lietuviy iSeivij i laisvos demokratinés visuomenés
atkarima. Beresneviciaté savo straipsnyje tyrinéja XIX amziaus Lietuvos literatiiros
pasakojimy apie zmogaus ir deivés meilés atgarsius Cekijos kultarinéje spaudoje.
Autoré detaliai nagrinéja skirtingus nejmanomos meilés aspektus ir siekia atskleisti
trijy nacionaliniy kultary saitus.

Numerj uzbaigia du tekstai, atskleidZiantys atminties svarbg dabarciai. Pirmasis
tekstas — tai istoriko Benjamino Nathanso esé¢ apie Andrejaus Sacharovo demo-
kratijos sampratos raida. Autorius ne tik pateikia jdomiy Nobelio taikos premijos
laureato biografijos detaliu, bet ir jvardija specifinius nadienos situacijos Rusijoje
bruozus — dabartinés valdzios politinés, institucinés ir jstatyminés kontrolés stoka
bei jos nebaudziamumga — daugiausia ataidincius i$ praeities. Neringa Galisanskyté
apzvelgia kasmeting konferencija, skirta filosofui Leonidui Donskiui atminti. Kon-
ferencijos tematika pabrézia sudétingg atminties, istorijos ir tapatybés rysj, ypa¢
nei$spresty traumy ir politiniy manipuliacijy saveika. Cia pabréziama batinybé
i$samiai suprasti istorinius pasakojimus, siekti perzengti binariniy jos interpretacijy,
ribas ir aprépti atminties problemos sudétinguma. Sie du tekstai atskleidzia, jog
praeities naratyvai gali formuoti nacionaling tapatybe ir paveikti dabarting politing
aplinka, ypa¢ agresijos ir postkolonijiniy ambicijy akivaizdoje.

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In the wake of intensive geopolitical upheavals and the resurgence of authoritarian
regimes in post-soviet space, and especially during the ongoing war in Ukraine,
Europe faces unprecedented flows of migration, reminding of forgotten times.
Entire populations abandon their homes in search of safety, temporary or per-
manent refuge, and better futures for themselves and their children. Viewing the
situation as a topic of paramount importance for research, especially for the social
sciences and humanities, we devote a major part of this volume of Deeds and Days
to it. By inviting colleagues from different disciplines (including history, sociology,
political science, and cultural studies), we seek to unravel the mystery of inter-eth-
nic solidarity, openness, trust, and emotional support flourishing in Central and
Eastern Europe today. This volume also aims to present the socio-cultural pheno-
menon of migration within the context of geopolitical realities and personal histo-
ries. We strive to understand the distinctive cultural and political experiences of the
most recent wave of migrants and the balance between hospitality and security in
the host country. Primarily, the investigations are performed regarding the broader
regional context, then focusing on the specific case of Lithuania.

The idea for this volume was born in collaboration with colleagues from the
VMU Lithuanian Emigration Institute and the Andrei Sakharov Research Center
for Democratic Development. It is worth mentioning that this is not the first or
exclusive effort to study the transformation of Lithuania from a state with high
emigration rates into a new home for citizens of neighboring and more distant
countries. The transformation was speeded up by the Russian invasion of Ukraine
when Lithuania not only actively provided significant help to its neighbor but also
opened its own homes to war refugees. Researchers from the Institute and the Cen-
ter mentioned above promoted this research direction in various international con-
ferences, arranged targeted events to discuss and share a common understanding
of constantly changing issues for the practitioners of organized aid, and, finally, by
undertaking authentic research exploring reality from different perspectives.
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The monographic part of the issue starts with Petar Antanasov’s article on glo-
balization and migration, once again reminding us of the scope and the intensity
of processes we witness. The author discusses migration as a global phenomenon,
putting some emphasis on the Mediterranean region, describing the complexity
of the process as well as its interdependence on both economic and geopolitical
aspects. For the benefit of the present volume of Deeds and Days, this article helps
to calibrate the discussion better, focusing on the global trends of migration and its
implications on specific regions.

In her article, Jaraté Imbrasaité displays a broader context of social change in
Lithuania. The author puts a special emphasis on democracy and presents a palette
of its specific concepts and groups of citizens who are related to it. The article is
appropriately relevant in the geopolitical (witnessing democratic world fights for
freedom) and national political context (the change in the forms of a democratic
life taking place in our country). It is crucial for understanding in what kind of
democratic environment the newly arrived immigrants will live.

The next set of articles (Dainius Genys' and Ausra Urbanavi¢iaté’s articles) invi-
tes us to turn our attention to a more specific issue, i.e. the policy of Lithuanian
national minorities and the integration of war refugees into our society. Based on
preliminary findings, the first paper attempts to explore the confrontation between
the structural aspects and the agency of newcomers (in this case, Ukrainians) in
Lithuanian society, as well as emerging problems and opportunities. Urbanavicia-
t¢’s article continues with the investigation of the Lithuanian situation, focusing on
how the members of the Lithuanian Seimas refer to Ukrainian refugees. She does it
by semi-automatically analyzing the linguistic patterns that Lithuanian politicians
use in the parliamentary sessions and draws conclusions about the overall approach.

For those who want to continue with the macro processes, we suggest moving
to the last section of this volume, which contains two book reviews and an inter-
view closely related to the topic of the monograph. The section starts with a review
by sociologist Vylius Leonavicius. He discusses the latest book by the well-known
Lithuanian sociologist Zenonas Norkus, which deals with an overview of the struc-
tural transformation of the Baltic States. The review presents the main topics deve-
loped in the book, inviting us to take a sociological perspective on the genesis of
the assumptions that empowered the Baltic States to transition from countries of
prevailing emigration to countries of prevailing immigration of inhabitants. In his
review of Sanja Tepavcevic’s book on global crises, resilience, and challenges related
to migration, cultural anthropologist Rubin Zemon highlights the value of deep
insights provided by the author for both lay readers and social scientists. The book
deals with a broad topic of the impact of the collapses of the former Soviet Union
and former Yugoslavia on the migration trajectories of their population and their



resilience in consecutive global crises. Finally, in his interview, Dainius Babilas,
the new director of the Department of National Minorities to the Government of
the Republic of Lithuania, presents and discusses policy challenges and the most
important tasks pending against the new administrators of the Department. The
Department’s desire to better understand the minority groups in Lithuania based
on empirical research seems to be optimistic and promising.

The part of the volume devoted to free-topic articles by Halina Beresneviciate,
Ilona Strumickiené and Martynas Butkus is somewhat less related to the topic of
the monograph; nevertheless, it goes well with the subject of the monograph. Stru-
mickiené aims to present the contribution of Vytautas Landsbergis, the first chai-
rman of the Supreme Council of the restored independent Lithuania, in shaping
a favorable environment for diaspora engagement. This article discusses the first
efforts to develop a diaspora policy to integrate Lithuanians living abroad into
Lithuania’s political, economic, and cultural life. Butkus’ article provides a histori-
cal analysis, focusing on the interwar democratic tradition and the role of student
organizations in civil society. It also contributes to clarifying social preconditions
for a high level of student organization and public expectations for students. To
sum up, both articles help us better understand the historical change in Lithuania
and later attempts to re-incorporate the Lithuanian diaspora into re-establishing a
free democratic society. Beresnevicitté explores the reception of nineteenth-cen-
tury love stories between a goddess and a man, created in Polish Lithuanian roman-
tic literature, in the contemporary Czech cultural press. Thus, the paper bridges
three national cultures, as well as past and present.

The volume concludes with two texts that reveal the importance of the past for
our present. The first text is an essay by historian Benjamin Nathans about Andrei
Sakharov and his developments as a supporter and promoter of democracy. The
author not only provides insights into the biographical details of the Nobel Peace
Prize laureate but also identifies distinctive features of the current situation that
arise from the past, primarily the lack of political, institutional and legislative con-
trol of the current government and its impunity. In her text, Neringa Galisanskyté
reviews the annual conference to commemorate Leonidas Donskis, a philosopher
and public intellectual. The event underscores the intricate relationship between
memory, history, and identity, particularly in the context of unprocessed traumas
and political manipulation. It also highlights the necessity of a nuanced unders-
tanding of historical narratives, attempts to move beyond binary interpretations
and to embrace complexities represented by all possible shades of grey. Both papers
reveal that narratives can shape national identities and influence current political
climates, particularly in the face of aggression and postcolonial ambitions.
