Tuo tarpu atskirujy straipsniy dalis
zymi jvairialype teming apréptj ir tarpdisciplinines prieigas. Pirmieji du tekstai —
Danutés Petrauskaités ir Jurgitos Staniskytés — i§ menotyros srities: muzikologi-
jos, tiksliau, muzikos istorijos, ir teatrologijos. Danuté Petrauskaité raso apie iki
siol neZinoty iSeivijos istorijos epizoda — i$vietinty asmeny stovyklose gyvenusiy,
Kauno Valstybés teatro dainininky gastroles po Didziaja Britanijg 1948—1949
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metais. Jurgita Staniskyté aptaria vadinamojo tikrovés teatro fenomeng ir jo
poveikj ziarovui.

Zurnalo monografiné dalis §jsyk itin stipriai susijusi su akrualiaja literatarine
posthumanizmo paradigma. Vytauto DidZiojo universiteto Literataros kirybos,
kritikos ir komunikacijos studijy programos absolventé Beata Starodubova publi-
kuoja straipsnj apie posthumanistines tendencijas jaunos vilnietés raytojos, poe-
tés levos Toleikyteés karyboje, kurig kol kas sudaro dvi knygos: apsakymy, rinkinys
»Garsty¢iy namas® ir eiléras¢iy knyga ,Raudonas slidus raimas®. Starodubova, rem-
damasi ne lietuviy teoretiky suformuluotomis jZzvalgomis apie posthumanizma,
giliu analitiniu Zvilgsniu fiksuoja tam tikra slinktj Toleikytés kariniuose nuo huma-
nistiniy link posthumanistiniy nuostaty ir prieina prie i$vadu, kad nagrinéta autoré
yra enfant du siécle.

Kiti du $io Zurnalo numerio straipsniai parengti pagal Kauno kolegijoje 2024
mety spalj vykusios mokslinés konferencijos ,,Siuolaikiné lietuviy literatira: tarp
estetikos, terapijos ir verslo“ pranes$imy tezes. Kauno kolegijos Meny akademi-
jos asistentés Idos Daivos Povilaités straipsnis savotiskai tgsia Starodubovos teksto
tematika, tik analiting posthumanisting prieiga taiko platesniam objektui apim-
dama naujausius dabartinés lietuviy meninés prozos kirinius. Povilaités tyrimas
yra apzvalginio pobudzio. Visgi straipsnyje iSryskéja ir kiekvieno aptariamo auto-
riaus savitumas, ir juos jungiancios intonacijos. Starodubovos bei Povilaités tekstai
skaitytojui leidZia susidaryti ir panoraminj, ir labai specifiska masy dieny lietuviy
literatairos vaizdinj.

Kai minétos dvi autorés pripazjsta, jog literatiiroje vis mazta antropocentrizmo,
kitos monografinéje dalyje skelbiancios savo tyrima autorés, Vilniaus universiteto
mokslininké Jurgita Girciené ir jos kolegé Patricija Astrauskaité, sukuria atsvara
nukreipdamos analiz¢ biblioterapijos disciplinos kryptimi ir nagrinéja bibliotera-
pinio grozinés literatiros skaitymo jtaka intraasmeninei ir tarpasmeninei komu-
nikacijai. Sis tyrimas jdomus ir vertingas tuo, kad leidzia kiekybiskai i$matuoti



teiginius, kuriais biblioterapijos Salininkai beveik neabejoja, o skeptikai guzcioja
peciais. Straipsnio i$vados patvirtina tai, ka dabartinéje nestabilioje visuomenéje
suprasti labai svarbu — knyga vis dar gali ne tik atstoti tarpasmeninj bendravima
(tai akivaizdu jau seniai), bet ir pagerinti intraasmening bei tarpasmening Zmoniy
komunikacija.

Visi trys monografinés zurnalo dalies straipsniai $iame numeryje yra literattiro-
loginiai, nes (post)humanistinei asmenybei svarbu jsiskaityti ir jsisgmoninti gro-
zinés literattiros tekstus kaip buvimo $iuo laiku orientyrus ir tapatybiy variantus.

Paskutiné 83 tomo dalis tuo pa¢iu metu yra ir literatirologiné, ir tarpdiscipli-
niné. Cia pristatoma Seano Ryderio, Airijos nacionalinio universiteto Golvéjuje
profesoriaus, recenzija, kurioje apzvelgiama daugelj humanitariniy moksly krypéiy
aprépianti ,Intellect” leidyklos kolektyviné monografija ,,Encountering the Pla-
gue. Humanities Takes on the Pandemic® (,Susidarimas su maru. Humanitariniy,
moksly poziaris | pandemijag®). Joje publikuojamas ir Vytauto DidZiojo universi-
teto autoriy tekstas. Taip pat pateikiamas dviejy literatarologiy ir vertéjy Indrés
Zakevidienés ir Jaros Avizienis pokalbis apie vertimus mazai populiaria kryptimi —
i$ lietuviy j angly kalba. Siekis paaiskinti, kaip jnoringa lietuviy kalba virsta j anglu,
aprépia kur kas daugiau nei vien tik vertima, $is pokalbis — tai pastanga i$ naujo
permastyti humanitarikos esme.

Paskutiné rubrika — kronika, $jkart joje pasakojama apie Vytauto DidZiojo univer-
siteto humanitary karybinés grupés ,Declamationes®, kuruojamos profesorés Irenos
Buckley, jubiliejing desimtmecio konferencija, kurioje nuskambéjo esminis klausi-
mas apie universiteto tapatybe: ,<...> ar $iy dieny universitetas vis dar yra vieta, kur
galima ne tik kalbéti apie karyba, bet ir kurti? (Vaiciulevi¢iate 2025: 136).

Taigi jubiliejinis Zurnalo tomas liudija nenutrikusias tradicijas, pastovuma kai-
toje ir humanitarinés bei sociologinés minties gyvybinguma.

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Since its re-launch in 1995, “Deeds and Days” has been conceived as a broad-based
academic journal for the humanities and some social sciences, but it has retained
the focus on literary studies going back to the 1930s—1940s. However, its subject
matter has expanded significantly to include other areas of the humanities, such as
philosophy, linguistics, history, along with journalism, art history, and more. It has
maintained this diversity throughout its thirty years of existence. Its editors have
aimed to give equal attention to the issues across different branches of science, see-
king a common humanistic denominator for all of them.

As times changed and interdisciplinarity gradually took hold, new kinds of aca-
demic texts found their place in “Deeds and Days” — the ones that did not cover
specialised topics within particular branches of the humanities. Interdisciplinary
research was published alongside texts from the traditional “pure” branches of sci-
ence, which was enabled by the trinary structure of “Deeds and Days”. Every issue
was composed of three parts: articles dealing with various themes unrelated to each
other, then a so-called monographic part bringing together texts of similar themes
or branches of science, and academic publications belonging to genres other than
research articles, such as archival materials, reviews, surveys, interviews, chronicles,
essays, obituaries, and a few others. The last part displayed evidence of a vibrant
academic community in the humanities and its interdisciplinary links.

The volume dedicated to the 30th anniversary of the restored “Deeds and Days”
reflects a deliberately cultivated diversity. The monographic part of the volume
showcases literary works, honouring the pre-war tradition. The individual articles,
on the other hand, present a variety of themes and introduce diverse interdiscipli-
nary approaches. The first two texts — by Danuté Petrauskaité and Jurgita Stanis-
kyté — come from the field of art criticism: musicology, more specifically, music
history and theatre studies. Danuté Petrauskaité describes a hitherto unknown
episode in the history of Lithuanian emigres — the tours of the Kaunas State The-
atre singers, who later lived in DP camps, to Great Britain in 1948-1949. Jurgita

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Staniskyté discusses the phenomenon of so-called reality theatre and its impact on
the audience. The last two articles by Gintautas Mazeikis and Raminas Cicelis
could be classified as philosophical with some interdisciplinary reservations. Gin-
tautas Mazeikis’s study on egregores may be useful “<...> for a critical interpreta-
tion of historical and current theories of leadership and some literary works at the
margins of philosophy, psychoanalysis and literature” (Mazeikis 2025: 41). Rama-
nas Cicelis’ comparative analysis of the philosophical seminar as a living academic
genre is intended to reflect on “whether the old tradition of philosophising in aca-
demia and the university has lost its meaning today and <...> how the principles of
the philosophical seminar have evolved in more than two thousand years” (Cielis
2025: 67). Despite differences in disciplines and approaches of the above-mentio-
ned papers, general humanistic insights shine through.

The monographic part of the journal is particularly strongly related to the cur-
rent literary paradigm of post-humanism. Beata Starodubova, a graduate of Vytau-
tas Magnus University’s Literary Creativity, Criticism and Communication Studies
programme, submitted an article on post-humanist tendencies in the work of Ieva
Toleikyté, a young writer and poet from Vilnius, whose work so far consists of two
books: a collection of short stories titled “The House of Mustard” and a book of
poems “The Red Slick House.” Drawing on insights of post-humanism formulated
by non-Lithuanian theoreticians, Starodubova takes a deep analytical look at the
shift in Toleikyté’s works from humanist to post-humanist attitudes and concludes
that she is an enfant du siécle.

The other two articles in this issue are based on the theses of the scientific
conference “Contemporary Lithuanian Literature: Between Aesthetics, Therapy
and Business” held at Kaunas College in October 2024. The article by Ida Daiva
Povilaité, assistant lecturer at the Academy of Arts of Kaunas College, in a way
continues the theme of Starodubova’s text, but applies an analytical post-humanist
approach to a broader field, examining the most recent works of contemporary
Lithuanian artistic prose. Povilaité’s study is of a review type. However, the article
highlights both the uniqueness of each of the authors discussed and the intonations
that connect them. Starodubova’s and Povilaité’s texts allow the reader to get both a
panoramic and a very specific view of contemporary Lithuanian literature.

While the two authors above acknowledge that anthropocentrism is on the rise
in literature, the other authors of the monographic part, Jurgita Girciené from Vil-
nius University and her colleague Patricija Astrauskaité, create a counterbalance by
orienting the analysis in the direction of the discipline of bibliotherapy and by exa-
mining the influence of bibliotherapeutic reading on intrapersonal and interper-
sonal communication. This study is interesting and valuable because it quantifies
the claims that are almost unquestioned by bibliotherapy proponents and shrugged



off by sceptics. The findings of the paper confirm what is crucial to understand in
today’s unstable society: books can not only replace interpersonal communication
(which has been obvious for a long time) but can also improve intrapersonal and
interpersonal communication between people.

All three articles in the monographic part of the journal cover literary sources,
because the (post)humanist personality needs to read and make sense of fiction
texts as landmarks of being in this time and as variants of identities.

The last part of Issue 83 deals with both literary and interdisciplinary matters. It
introduces a review by Sean Ryder, Professor at the National University of Ireland,
Galway, which looks at Intellect Publishing’s multi-disciplinary collective mono-
graph “Encountering the Plague. Humanities Takes on the Pandemic” (2024). It
also includes an essay by Vytautas Magnus University authors. The last part also
presents a conversation between two literary scholars and translators, Indré Zakevi-
¢iené and Jara Avizienis, about translations in a direction that is not very popular —
from Lithuanian into English. The attempt to explain how the whimsical Lithu-
anian can be transformed into English goes far beyond translation; this talk is an
attempt to rethink the humanities in general.

The final section is a chronicle, featuring the Tenth anniversary conference of
“Declamationes”, a creative group of humanities scholars at Vytautas Magnus Uni-
versity, curated by Professor Irena Buckley. The conference was centered around a
fundamental question concerning the identity of the university: “<...> is the uni-
versity of today still a place not only to talk about creativity, but also to create?”
(Vaic¢iuleviciate 2025: 136).

The anniversary issue of the journal is thus a testament to the continuity of
tradition, the stability in change, and the vitality of humanistic and sociological

thought.
