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EDITOR’S NOTE

Dear readers and authors of publications,

we kindly invite you to familiarize yourself with the first issue of the scientific journal
“Teisés apzvalga/Law Review” of the year 2025, which contains 4 of 6 publications in English.

In the first publication “The Impact of Ukraine’s EU Candidacy on the Legal Framework of
EU Enlargement”, Anhelina Allakhverdova reveals the atypical approach and steps of EU
institutions in considering the stages of Ukraine’s integration into the EU. In the second article
“Lithuania Between Borders and Business: Legal Reflections on Investment and Migration
(2019-2024)”, Ahmad Azaam delves into how legal systems, investment policies, and
demographic changes influenced Lithuania to become one of the most attractive destinations for
foreign direct investment (FDI) and migration in the Baltic region in 2019-2024. In the third
publication “The Right to Interpretation and Translation as a Procedural Safeguard of the Right
to a Fair Trial in the Jurisprudence of the ECtHR and the CJEU”, a team of three authors (Bianka
Bilasova, Kristina Lacykova, Zuzana Bejdova) examines the practical challenges associated
with ensuring these rights, especially with regard to pre-trial detention and the execution of prison
sentences in the Slovak Republic, assessing the existing jurisprudence of the ECtHR and the
CJEU on the issue under analysis. In the fourth article “Is the Principle of Full Compensation for
Damages Caused by a Violation of Criminal Procedure Ensured?”” Justé Ribakovaité concludes
that “the desire to compensate for the damage caused by ensuring the principle of full
compensation for damages is problematic in the Lithuanian judicial system” and, using the
criteria applied in national case law and the good practice of selected EU countries, seeks an
answer on how to address this issue more effectively. In the fifth publication, “Legal Models of
Abortion Regulation in the European Union: A Comparative Analysis of Selected Jurisdictions”
the co-authors Katarzyna Sus and Paulina Lisowska-Szalu$ discuss the legal features of
abortion in three European Union countries that have chosen quite different models: Poland,
Germany, and the Netherlands. In the last article, Veronika MatiuSovaité discusses the equally
relevant “Issues of Criminal Liability for Seduction of a Person Under the Age of Sixteen”,
particularly assessing the significance of the virtual world in youth communication.

We wish you a pleasant and meaningful reading and look forward to your publications in
the updated scientific journal.
